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There are no in-person COVID restrictions. Masking,
however, is strongly recommended by the Diocese and
Parish Council, and physical distancing is still being
maintained. If a person is wearing a mask, this means
that they are concerned about a possible severe outcome
from COVID for them or someone they care about. So
please be sure to keep 2 metres’ distance from them.
Services continue to be live-streamed.
